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At The King’s, we regard the provision of a safe, supportive and nurturing environment, rooted in an inclusive and aspira-

tional curriculum, to be one way of expressing the Christian ethos of our school. 

 

We have developed a broad and balanced curriculum for children, that is tailored to the individual needs of our academy, 

being rooted in the children’s lives and the community in which they live.  It helps them to value their heritage and gives 

them the tools to begin thinking about their role in the community’s regeneration.  We give priority to the national and in-

ternational dimensions of the curriculum, particularly important in a predominantly white British culture.  This enables 

children to develop a growing understanding of different cultures, traditions and faiths.  We are mindful of the disad-

vantages and vulnerabilities faced by many of our children and try to enrich their learning as creatively as possible, main-

taining high expectations of what every child can achieve. Our aim is to eradicate negative stereotypes and to remove bar-

riers to success in an area of low social mobility. 

 

Children’s spiritual development is nurtured through a curriculum that offers independence and choice.  A strong peda-

gogy based on child-centered learning means they can develop their imaginations and creativity in a wide variety of ways.  

Religious Education lessons and meaningful, daily Collective Worship times are important tools in enabling children to ex-

plore and express their spirituality. 

 

Children learn about different cultures and faiths in many different ways.  Visits and visitors, including musicians, artists  

and religious leaders, enhance learning.  An annual residential visit for all year groups, allows children to experience an en-

vironment that is completely different from the community in which they live.  A wide range of extra-curricular clubs and 

activities enhance the curriculum and enable children to explore new skills and to enjoy and develop their God-given tal-

ents. 

 

Early literacy and numeracy skills are prioritised so that children have a strong foundation for later learning.  We are deter-

mined that all children have the necessary vocabulary, listening and communication skills, to be able to play a full and ac-

tive role in society.  Reading and mathematical knowledge, skills and understanding are systematically built on a strong 

pedagogy rooted in child development.  We are determined that children will leave our school as lifelong readers, with a 

passion for literature. 

 

We want all children to be healthy and achieve at school and in life.  We believe that by providing opportunities for en-

hancing physical and emotional health and well-being, we will improve long-term health, reduce health inequalities, in-

crease social inclusion and raise achievement for all. 

 

Parents and carers are essential partners; their knowledge of their children informs our curriculum planning and design.  

We encourage their active participation in all aspects of their children’s development and value the skills and talents they 

so willingly offer. 

 

We aspire for all our children to leave our school with open hearts and minds, ready to respond to the opportunities that 

lie before them and to experience the joy of life in all its fullness.

Mathematics is a key part of everyday life.  From the moment we wake up, we need to 
be able to tackle problems, be fluent with numbers and understand spatial awareness.  
We believe that children who view themselves as mathematicians will be able to func-
tion independently in the world.  Research shows that children’s chances of success are 
maximized if they develop deep and lasting understanding of mathematical procedures 
and concepts. 
 
Mathematics plays a central part to our school day as a prioritised element in our time-
table and continuous provision.  We aim to facilitate a real love of numbers, geometry 
and calculations and provide children with opportunities to ‘master number’. Application 
of facts in different contexts allows the working memory to think creatively to solve 
problems. Through praise, we create a culture in which every child develops the self-
belief to master mathematics and the resilience to solve problems. 
 
Careful planning based on children’s individual needs allows them to master small steps, 
creating a deep understanding of mathematics.  We encourage the children to use con-
crete apparatus and their own pictorial representations to show their mathematical 
thinking particularly when problem solving.  We teach our children to build endurance, 
develop language skills and foster a curiosity and passion for mathematics.

Creativity 
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Our History curriculum is based around six concepts of history which  

interweave through each History topic. Chronology, Significance,  

Evidence, Diversity, Cause and Consequence and Change and Continuity are the structure on 

which all lessons are sequenced upon.  

Each sequence of lessons begins with a Discipline wheel to discuss historical links to other  

areas in the curriculum and wider thinking such as  

Psychology and Philosophy. It is also an opportunity to assess prior  

learning as well as information that the children would like to discover. Time lines of key 

events for each period are created either as a practical whole class activity in Key Stage two 

or as an independent task. These are then linked within a time line across the ages.  

Key vocabulary is introduced taught explicitly to allow the children to independently explore 

and discuss the meaning of specific topic words. These are re-visited and reviewed in every 

lesson and future topics. 

 

Our aim is to stimulate children’s knowledge and understanding of Britain’s past 

and the wider world through an inquiry based hands- on learning approach.  Chil-

dren reflect on cause and consequences of past actions and how these continue to 

influence the present day. They discover a wide range of diverse and influential fig-

ures who have both shaped the past and the present and inspire our children to al-

so make a difference to the world.

At The King’s C of E Primary Academy, our intent is to instil a deep love and  

appreciation of music and create opportunities for all children to be able to  

understand, perform and create music through a wide variety of  genres, across time 
and cultures. On a daily basis, music is used to calm, inspire and motivate children so 
that lives are enriched and improved. 

 

 

Within the EYFS setting, music is an integral part of children’s learning journey. Children 
learn a wide range of songs and rhymes and develop skills for  

performing together. Singing and music making opportunities are used frequently to em-
bed learning, develop musical awareness and to demonstrate how music can be used to 
express feelings. 

In Key Stage 1 children are introduced to a wide range of musical styles and learn how to 
play music by reading simple notation as they perform to their audience. 

Children in Years 3-6 receive whole class specialist teaching. These  

lessons allow children the opportunity to learn to play an instrument as part of an en-
semble and to engender a love of music learning.  

Throughout all sessions, the interrelated elements of music are developed. Performance 
is at the heart of musical teaching and learning at The King’s and pupils participate in a 
range of performances during their school ‘career’. Some children also perform in Rock 
Bands, having specialist tuition through Rocksteady. Opportunities to hear live music are 
woven into our charter of entitlement.

Through a variety of creative and practical activities at The King’s C of E Primary Academy, chil-

dren will be taught the knowledge, understanding and skills needed to engage in a process of 

designing and making. Children will work in a range of contexts through our topic based ap-

proach, which allows for cross curricular links to be made.  

Our children develop their skills through collaborative working and problem-solving, following 

the plan-do-review process.  As they implement their design plans, we encourage them to ap-

ply their growing knowledge of materials, components, mechanisms, structures and health 

and safety to create quality products. 

Our lesson delivery follows a clear structure of the design process looking at the design and 

development process, how this design can then be implemented effectively with careful con-

sideration of the tools and skills needed to complete the making of the product balanced with 

careful evaluation throughout . 

At The King’s, we provide a variety of opportunities for design and technology learning to take 

place inside and outside the classroom making use of our extensive grounds and outdoor 

learning area. In design technology, children will be challenged to solve problems and develop 

their learning independently. This allows the children to have ownership over their curriculum 

and lead their own learning in this subject. They will be encouraged to fully explore the design 

process, evaluating their work at each stage to ensure that it is of the highest possible quality.  

Clear and appropriate cross curricular links to underpin learning in multi areas across the cur-

riculum have been made to give the children opportunities to learn life skills and apply skills to

 know how to layer different materials for effect.  

 know how to prepare themselves and a workspace to cook safely.  

 know how to to join fabric using cross stitch. 

 know how to make  pneumatic systems and build secure housing for the system.  

 know that materials can be manipulated to improve strength and stiffness. 

 know how to fold paper in order to build a strong and stiff structure. 

 know how to use a template. 

 know how to make linkages—levels and pivots.  

 know how to join items together in different ways and the benefits of these techniques, including running stitch. 

 

 know how to turn 2D nets in 3D structures. 

 know how to make a stable structure being able to join items together using pinning, stapling, gluing

Evaluation 
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The early years of a child’s life are central to their growth and development.  
This applies to their physical development as much as any other area.  One of 
the greatest benefits of physical education (PE) is that it improves children’s 
physical and mental health at the same time. 
 
Children who are involved in regular PE are much more likely to have better 
physical health when compared to those who don’t.  We aim to offer a PE cur-
riculum that ensures our children grow strong muscles and bones, with lots of 
opportunities for outdoor learning and physical activity such as pushing, climb-
ing, running and jumping. We encourage break times to be vigorous and ener-
getic as much as possible because historically, levels of child obesity in our com-
munities have been higher than the national average, and we have a responsi-
bility to address this.  
 
We also know that PE also has the potential to greatly boost children’s memo-
ries, improve their concentration and support the development of positive 
mental health.   
 
We want our children to discover talents at an early age and receive the sup-
port they need to develop them.  Our wider curriculum supports this ambition: 
children have opportunities to play in teams, representing our academy as foot-
ball players, rugby players, netball players and hockey players. This is because 
we believe that if these talents are well taken care of in Primary school, many 
children will remain active, giving them a love of sporting activity into adult-
hood.
